CELEBRATING THE FIRST TEN YARS OF SWEDISH CO-OPERATION AND THE

FIRST ANNIVERSARY OF HIS MAJESTY KING RONALD MUWENDA MUTEBI II'S
VISIT TO SSENYANGE PROJECT ON 20™ OCTOBER 2012.

Today, 22nd October 2013, we have gathered here at Ssenyange Education Centre to
review and celebrate 2 important events that have strongly taken place in this
school.

We are here for the following issues:
1) To celebrate 10 years of solid and substantive co-operation embroiled between
this school and the people of Sweden though Matilda and Linus.

2) To celebrate the first anniversary of Kabaka Ronald Muwenda II's visit to this
project.

A. THE 10 YEARS OF THE SWEDISH SUPPORT AND CO-OPERATION.

(1) On the 10t April, 2003, at around mid-day, a young lady called Matilda
Johansson (by then) from Vaxtorp in Southern Sweden visited this school for
the first time. She was accompanied by a Ugandan person who was working
at the Vi-Agroforestry in Masaka Town.

(2)We welcomed her with 2 open hands and gave her audience for 3 hours. We
held a lengthy discussion about this project trying to answer all questions
that she put before us. The interview was a GREAT SUCCESS. Four weeks later
on Matilda started pouring in material and financial support. What started as
a drizzle, developed into a heavy down pour. The project is now fully funded
by Swedish friends.

(3) On 12% November 2004, Matilda came back with a young handsome man
called Lunus. Nilsson from Halmstad. He also had the same interest in the
project. Their interest and a aspirations towards Ssenyange Project were
interwoven in such a way that it resulted into formal marriage between the 2
persons.

(4) Today Matilda is the chairperson of the Project Management Board, and
Linus is the vice Chairperson. '

(5) So far 284 Swedish people have visited this project after Matilda including 2
Swedish Ambassadors to Uganda.
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ACHEIVEMENTS RESULTING FROM THIS CO-OPERATION.

The following are the achievements attained from this mutual co-operation.
1) School enrolment has risen from 156 pupils in 2003 to 650 at present.

2) The project has become more popular both in Uganda and Sweden.
3) The number of employees has risen from 10 in 2003 to 30 now.
4) The school’s infrastructure has greatly changed. Rp&example.

We have:- 2 girls’ dormitories and 2 boys’ dormitories.

Alibrary building.

A carpentry workshop.

A main Hall.

A conference room with grass thatched roof (BANDA)

A nursery section with recreational materials.

A kitchen with modern cooking stoves.

A Teachers’ house.

A storeyed building containing vocational section (Tailoring and Computer
Laboratory).

Latrines.

Water tanks and bathrooms.

Three forms,electricity supply e.g. hydro, solar, thermal.

A plot or piece of land for vegetable growing.
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Regular sending of volunteers and keeping the children in contact with
their sponsors. '
Acquisition of various sponsors for primary and post primary levels.
Linking the project to the website Www.ssenyange.org.
Establishing a tourist channel info@exploreuganda.se
Linking the project to various levels of schools, clubs, organizations offices
and churches in Sweden,
Transporting the 2 Directors, Gertrude and Aloysius, to visit places in
Sweden.




- Making the project more-popular to the extent of attracting the Traditional
King of Buganda who paid a special visit the same place.

- Undertaking more vigorous and risky activities to solicit money for the
project. Example of these activities included:
(a) Participation in marathon activities in Uganda and Germany.
(b) Travelling from Sweden to Masaka by road on a bicycle,

6) Academic achievements:
- Funding the project in all aspects at the primary level,

- Sponsoring various children at primary, secondary, vocational and tertiary
institution e.g. Makerere University.

- So far 160 children have been sponsored at Secondary level after P.7at
Ssenyange.

- Anumber of these children have already become:
(i) Nurses
(ii)  Teachers
(iif) Carpenters
(iv)  Builders
(v)  Mechanics
(vi) Cateresses

(vii} Tailors.

7) Health Achievement

- There is a well constructed and equipped clinic with a registered nurse
responsible for the sick children. '

- There is enough provision for clean water e.g. tanks and piped water.

8) Moral Achievements
- We have a chaplaincy for spiritual direction. There are 2 chaplaing one a
Catholic; another an Anglican.
- Both the church of Uganda Bishop and the Catholic Bishop of Masaka

Bishop ].B. Kaggwa have visited and confirmed children in the respective
faith..




- 9) Extra Curricular
A lot has been done to improve sports and games. We are provided with a lot
of foot ballg net balls, nets, sportswear for both boys and girls. We compete
comfortably with many schools.

- We have a number items for security purposes e.g thunder arresters and
five detectors, fire extinguishers etc. A

- The school has an insurance policy with the ggtate wide Insurance
Company (SWICO).

- The school is fenced.

- We congratulate Matilda, Linus and all the Swedisé people that have
contributed a lot towards the development of this project. LONG LIVE
MATLIDA AND LINUS, LONG LIVE THE PEOPLE OF SWEDEN.
